Curriculum 
Prayer - The class will recite a decade of the Rosary each day and focus 
on a specific Mystery of the Rosary.

the conclusion of most weeks, students will take a brief quiz covering 
some of the facts they have learned about the saints.

Discipline & Late Work

Re-take Policy

3. All homework assignments related to the tested material must have been 

completed prior to the test
