Below I’ve also listed a few decodable book series options. The decodable books below are PERFECT for beginning readers because they contain controlled text, meaning each book has words that are chosen based on the phonics skills your child has learned.  Students should begin with CVC (consonant vowel consonant words like cat, fun, mat, etc.) books, and then they can then progress to books with blends, digraphs and long vowels.
1.) LAUGH A LOT: ‘phonics, short vowel’; Start with the “short vowel” and then progress to LAUGH A LOT: ‘long vowels’ and ‘blends and digraphs’
2.) BOB books (start with set 1, then move on to set 2, 3 and so on)
3.) Charge into Reading books (start with stage 1 then progress to stage 2, stage 3, stage 4, etc.)
In addition to this list, please watch for book pouches/bags to come home. These pouches will also have decodable text for your child to practice.  Decodable text is really important for beginning readers so please be sure to sit down with your child and practice! Return all the materials by the date indicated on the check-out sheet.
